APPLICATION 
 
Hanson Pipe & Products uses a 
Hydrotile Hydropac, Model 144 
(double station) to make concrete pipe 
up to 12 feet in diameter.  These 
machines run nine hours a day, five 
days a week.  The Rotec and pinion 
gears, along with the bearings in these 
machines, are constantly under 
extreme pressure. 
 
AREA OF INTEREST 
 
While using a commercial grade 
aerosol grease and lithium-based 
grease, Pipe was repeating lubrication 
frequently due to pound out.  The 
bearing grease was breaking down 
because it could not withstand the 
pressure and heat.
