Elsewhere in Mexico... 
Cimprogetti is supplying a new 14 tph hydration plant to a 
facility loaned in Puebla. TIle new hydrator denominated 4G is 

the result of nearly two years of R&D. developed by Cimprogetti 
through its pilot hydrator at several industJ'iallime plants 

worldwide. 

FCB commissioned PEG S.E.A., an affiliate company of 
PEG SA, to provide the detail design of ducts and stack tor a 

coal and petcoke gTinding system for a 3500 tpd clinker plant in 

Mexico. This contract was signed in 2008. The project is to be 

completed sometime in the fourth quart.er 01'2009. 
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Cementos Bayano (Cemex) 
In May 2008, Bedeschi America was awarded a contract for the 

supply of four apron Ceeders Cor limestone and day, and fout­

lumpbreakers for each apron feeder to be installed under the 

hopper oCthe silo. Erection was scheduled for spring 2009. 

USA 

Calera plant (Lafarge North America) 
Lafarge operates an SEWEurodrive model Kl67AD8 helical right 

angle gearbox, driven by a 200 hp electric motor. It is a separator 

geal·box that sits on top of the raw mill and is exposed to the 

elements. It can be vel)' dusty, wet, cold, or hot and has medium 

to heavy vibration when operating. This mill runs at least 6 days a 

week, 50 weeks per year 
The plant was experiencing high operating temperatures, 

180 - 205 OF (82 - 96°C), depending on the ambient temperature 

and load. There were also problems with foaming and some seal 

leakage. 
Lubrication Engineers recommended 1605 DUOLEC" Vari­

Purpose Gear Lubricant, a high-performance gear oil acceptable 

for use in any industrial gear or bearing application [baL requires 

a high thermal stability, extreme pressure lubricant. It is fortified 
with a shear stable tackifier to provide adhesion to metal during 

use. 

The gearbox was partiaJl)' drained of the synthetic product, 
filled with 1605 DUOLEC'" Vari-PUI-pose Gear Lubricant and 

run for one month. It was then fully drained and a Des-Case 

Hydroguard disposable breather was installed before being 

refilled with LE 1605. After running production for two weeks, 
the plant observed temperatures of 169 - 178 OF (76 • 81°C) with 

no foaming. 

Drake Cement plant (Drake Cement LLC) 
For tbis facility, Sthim America LLC provided a total"of eight 

elevators (three chained, five belted) and the metal bucket 
conveyor from the cooler. 1\1'0 of these elevators were 105 ITI 

(345 ft.) high. 

Festus plant (Buzzi-Unlcem) 
J3uzzi-Unicem has purchased a CB Omni online analysis sys[em 

!Tom Thermo Scientific [or this plant, located in Festus, Missouri. 

It will be used to analyse alld monitor the composition of a 

blend ofraw materials in transit to the raw mill. Based on the 

high !Tequency analysis information provided by the CB Omni, 

the system will also automatically adjust and control the raw 
material weigh feeders to keep material composition on quality 

specification. 

Harleyville plant (Giant Cement Ho~dingr Grupo 
Cementos Portland Vailderrivas) 
SthilTI bas supplied a huge 113 m (370 [t.) metal bucket conveyor 

with a 45' angle that feeds the clinker silo. The six silo discharges 

wel""e also provided by $thim. A pan conveyor under the silo 

t1'ansports the clinker to a long belt conveyor that finishes in the 

storage clinker installation. All the equipmenl was provided by 
Sthim America LLC.
